Calling all of you guys who ask the Conservancy “What can | do to help?” This is a great
opportunity for you to enjoy Catalina meet other Conservancy Members and help work on a
Conservancy project Friday through Sunday, October 16, 17, 18, 2009.

You will enjoy a long weekend in a spectacular location, the Laura Stein Volunteer Camp, one
of the most scenic camping sites in Southern California, perched 1300 feet above the Pacific
and situated about five miles west of Avalon, near Haypress Reservoir. The Conservancy is

making its camp available to 30 support group members (men only this time!).

The site has four canvas-sided tents on raised decks. Each
tent contains eight padded bunk beds (but you need to bring
your own sleeping bag). There are picnic benches, umbrellas,
bathroom facilities (flush toilets!), hot shower and potable,

running hot and cold water, and a full outdoor field kitchen.

Solar energy is provided at the camp for minimal lighting in the tents. (There is no electricity
supplied to the camp so please leave electrical appliances at home.) Outdoor furniture is

available to sit on around the campfire in the evenings.



Meals will be provided during the weekend. Dinners will be prepared for you but you will be
expected to find a chef or two in the group to fix your own breakfasts in camp, and lunches to
take into the field from the plenty of food furnished in camp. We’'ll have beer, wine, and soda for

dinner but you will need to bring any other personal refreshments.

As you know, the weather on Catalina is usually beautiful in October, but it can vary quite a bit.
It can be cool and foggy, hot, and sometimes windy. It is best to dress in layers so that you are

comfortable while working.

The task assigned to the group will be to work with Conservancy direction in constructing one or
two shade structures along the Trans Catalina Trail. The trail was officially opened recently and

provides a fantastic opportunity to hike 37 miles in the beautiful Catalina wildlands. (You won't

7 need to hike during the weekend!)

The Conservancy will provide all materials, tools, plans, direction,

and etcetera to build the structure(s).
All we need is your man-power!
You'll work on them Friday
afternoon, all day Saturday, and Sunday morning. Here are two
examples of existing shade structures. The one on the left is at
Black Jack and the one on the right is on the summit coming from

Avalon.

The cost of the weekend to you will be $150 plus your hard work.

You will be on your own to make boat reservations to Catalina. We will pick you up in Avalon at
11:15 AM Friday (October 16) after the Catalina Express, the Marina del Rey ferry, and the
Catalina Flyer arrive. We'll have you back in Avalon Sunday (October 18) about 3:00 PM in time

to catch any of these boats back to the mainland.
